BYLAWS FOR PICNIC COMMITTEE

1. Shall be responsible for overseeing all the activities relative to the Picnic.  The Committee shall make decisions for all of the expenses involving costs of the event and shall maintain a separate account for funds collected from various classes. This account shall be a separate account from the general fund account
2. The Treasurer, Assistant Treasurer and the Financial Secretary shall be the authorized assignees of checks.  Two of the three will sign with one signature being that of the Treasurer.  The Treasurer will be bonded at the expense of the Alumni.
3. Every purchase shall be accompanied by a receipt.  The committee should have prior authorization from the Finance Committee before making a large purchase. All items bought by the committee becomes the property of the Alumni.

4. Chairman of the Picnic Committee or the designee shall meet with the Park Board after the first meeting following the Picnic from the current year, to secure the Park for the next year. Also, communication should be sent to the Mayor of the City and Council Representative for District 7, to seek financial assistance for security purposes.
5. Requests to pay money for picnic spots  made outside of the Alumni meeting will not be honored. The class representative must come to the first Alumni meeting following the picnic in the current year, unless the body approves such requests.

6. The fee for the use of the Pavilions will be at a cost of $225.00. All other spots will cost $175.00. Classes should be made aware of the first come first paid rule.
7. The Picnic Committee’s financial report should be presented to the Treasurer or the Treasurer’s designee, at the monthly meeting, and a written copy of said report should be maintained by the committee.
8. The committee shall have the authority to appoint a committee member to record the business of each committee meeting. The Committee Chairman may present the report in the Grand Alumni’s regular meeting or appoint a designee to present the report
9. The committee should be allowed to make recommendations which would benefit the organization for approval or disapproval.

10. Committee may consist of seven to ten members and should have a quorum of at least five (5) members present at each committee meeting, in order to vote on respective issues.
11. The Committee Chairman  should provide  a copy of the By-Laws to each committee member, and a copy shall be filed with the Alumni’s official record.
