Article 1.  Offices
Section 1.1 Business Office
The Association’s principals office shall be located within Birmingham, Alabama. the state of incorporation.  The company’s most current Annual Report, filed with the Alabama Secretary of State, shall identify the location of the principal office. 
Section 1.2 Registered Office
The Alumni’s registered office shall be located within the city of Birmingham, Alabama  The location of the registered office may be, but need not be, identical with that of the principal’s office if the latter is located within Birmingham.  The Executive board may change the address of the registered office from time to time.

Section 2.2 Special Executive Board Meeting
The President or the Executive Board may call a special meeting for any purpose or purposes described in the meeting notice.
Section 2.3 Executive Meeting by Conference Telephone
The President of the Alumni may establish reasonable rules as to conducting business at any meeting by phone
Section 2.4 Place of Alumni Meeting
The Alumni meeting shall be held monthly on the second Monday at 6:00 p.m. at Lawson State Community College
Section 2.5 Notice of Alumni Meeting
Required Notice: At the direction of the President, or the vice president, the secretary of the Alumni or the president’s designee shall notify members by written notices, telephone call or by electronic mail, to attend the meeting.

Adjourned Meeting: If the members adjourned any  meeting to a different date, time or place, the secretary will not give notice of said meeting if the information has been announced before adjournment.

Waiver of Notice: A member entitled to a notice may waive notice of the meeting or any announcement required by the bylaws.
Section 2.6 Conduct of Alumni Meeting
Conduct of Meeting: The President or in the absence of the President, the Vice President  shall call the meeting of the Alumni to order and shall act as the chairman of the meeting.  The chairman shall establish rules of the meeting that will freely facilitate debate and decision making.
Article III Executive Board 
Section 3.1 General Powers
All corporate power shall be exercised by or under the authority of and the business and affairs of the alumni and shall be managed under the direction of the President

Section 3.2 President

The President of the Alumni is Theresa Smith Mack  The President shall be subject to the counsel of the Alumni.

Section 3.3 Vice President

The Vice President of the Alumni is Dan Reeves. The Vice President shall perform any other duties that the President may assign.

Section 3.5 Treasurer

The custodian of funds for the Alumni is  Judy Moorer Lee.  Assistant Treasurer/ Financial Secretary is James Carden.  The Treasurer and Financial Secretary shall respectively: (a) be responsible for all funds and securities of the Alumni; (b) receive and give receipts for moneys due any payable to the alumni, deposit all money (c) prepare all necessary financial reports and perform all other duties relative to the position of custodian of funds and any other duties that the president may assign.
